The British School, New Delhi, was founded in 1963.It is a not-for-profit day school with an international student population of about 60 nationalities. 

Approximately 640 students are enrolled in classes from Nursery to Year 13. Students follow the National Curriculum of England from Nursery to Key Stage 3 (Year 7, 8 & 9). In Secondary School Years 10 – 13) all students are required to pursue The British School Diploma, which is earned at the end of Year 13.
